Director Duncan moved to approve the Minutes of the April 10, 2024 General Meeting. Second 
by Director Menna. Approved unanimously.

1. A sinkhole was found by the Community Center. We will have Tierra contracting investigate.

DIRECTORS’S COMMENTS 
1. Director Duncan reported that the community yard sale will be May 11 with about a dozen 

participants. 
2. Director Bohley reported that the inlet to the culvert at 1000 Vereda del Ciervo should be 

covered for safety. Susie will have Tierra look at it when they look at the sinkhole. 
3. Director Taylor reported that Dan Gibson shared with us that he is having drainage 

problems that are eroding his hillside. The water is coming from neighboring property and 
from the (old) Bragg property. This is information only – he is not asking EMID for anything.
